OBJECTIVES

1. Students will be able to  introduce themselves, greet each other and the teacher

2. Students will be able to tell the teacher goodbye

3. Students will be able to understand, respond to singular Yurok commands

4. Students will be able to sing two Yurok language songs “Close them, Open them” and “ Who is the boy? Who is the girl?”
5. Students will be able to play simple nursery game, “Go to Sleep! Wake up!”

INTRODUCTIONS
Greet students in Yurok as they come to circle.  Say,  “Aiy-yu-kwee”
Introduce Yourself.  “Nek New Carole” Explain that you will be teaching Yurok Language.  Explain that everything has two names:  An English name and a Yurok name.  Tell them that you will be teaching them how to say things in Yurok.

1) In Yurok  say: “Nek New Carole.”  Repeat.  Ask your Helper, “Kues Kew?”  Your helper says, “Nek New Kathy.  You Say “Aiy-yu kwee Kathy.”  Then your helper says, “Kues Kew?”  You say, “Nek New Carole.”  Kathy says, “Aiy-yu-kwee Carole”.
2) Repeat with others in the room who knows how to respond.  Then go up to each student and Repeat till all students have a chance.  Remember praise every response, clap your hands and say “skue-yen!”  Also remember, do not put anyone on the spot for very  long.  If a student does not know how to respond or is shy jump behind them and give them the correct response!  Or else you can ask if anyone else wants a chance to respond.
COMMANDS

Motion with your hands that students are to stand up.  Tell students, Ko-o-pes! (stand up)  As students stand up clap your hands for them.  When all or most of the students are standing motion for them to sit down and say Chue-kwen-es (sit down).  Repeat.
Motion with your hands for students to stand up and say Ko-o-pes! (stand up).  Then tell them Ro-o-pes! (run) then Myahl-kep-es! (jump) then Keyr-ro-mo-oh (turn around) then chue-kwe-nes! (sit down).  Then say to-tup ke che-wes (clap your hands).

NOTE:  Command activities can be used though out the year when students begin to get restless with other language activities.  Other commands will be incorporated during other topics ( ie touch your eyes, ect during The Body topic).

SONG:  Who is the boy? Who is the girl?

This is a song which helps students learn each others name as well as to learn the Yurok words for boy and girl.
1. Start with students sitting in a circle. Hold up a 8 x 12 picture of a boy and say Mey-woh (boy).  Have students repeat several times.  Then repeat using a picture of a girl (wer’yers).  

2. Hand the picture of the girl to Star (student”s name) and motion her to sit in the middle. Using the girls name say “Star o wogee” (Star’s in the middle)  Then clap hands and sing the following song.
Tee’now’ kue wer’yers  Tee’now’ kue wer’yers Tee’now’ kue wer’yers. 

 Wer’yers, Wer’yers, Wer’yers, Wer’yers, 

Star kue wer’yers, Star kue wer’yers, Star kue wer’yers,

Star, Star, Star, Star.

NURSERY GAME:  Go to Sleep!  Wake up!
This is a simple activity that children love to play.  
Demonstrate falling asleep as you say “Nuech-ges!” (go to sleep).  Then say “Hey’wo-neehl-es!” (Wake up!)  Repeat several times.  After a while students will begin telling you “Hey’wo-neehl-es practically before you get your eyes shut.
SONG:  Close them, Open them, Clap Your hands!
Hold up your left hand say, “ke che-wes” (your hand).  

Then hold up both hands and repeat, “ke che-wes” (your hands).  

Demonstrate clapping your hands and say, “To-tup ke che-wes!” (clap your hands)
Sing the song, “Eyk-sos Huen-kek-sos”  Demonstrating with your hands all the while.  Repeat several times.

NOTE:  In subsequent singing you can say and demonstrate the phrases, “Eyk-sos ke che-wes” (close your hands) and “Huen-Kek-sos Ke che-wes” (open your hands) to the opening of the song rather than just singing it.  You will also add “Key-leen” (Your eyes),  “Ke Chpey-geyr’ (Your ears),  “key-luueh” (Your Mouth) and “kuep-ern” (Your nose)  verses to the song.  I recommend that you do the nose last! You can add these verses in conjunction with The Body Unit or any time the children seem ready.
END LESSON 
End the lesson each day with Keech wey (we’re finished).

Chuue’ (goodbye) and/or To’ kee kem ney-wo-chek (I will see you again)
