In contrast to False Klamath Cover the 10 most populated Beaches are noted for warm sunny weather,  calm seas, wide and long beaches, are located in urban areas with extensive parking and major freeway access.  A full on comparison of rurally isolated, short, and thin False Klamath Cove Beach and Venice Beach which is the most popular beach in the United States follows.  The lack of plausibility for the LOP take assumption should be readily apparent.  The issue of impossibility of the assumption needs to be considered and most certainly the accuracy of model predictions appears well below legal standards. 
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
